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Rotary International President, Jonathan B. Majiyagbe intro-
duced this year’s Presidential Citation program in these
words:

The 2003-04 Presidential Citation highlights service and
challenges clubs to engage in programs and develop new
projects to supplement and sustain past and continuing
efforts that address the world’s greatest ills, such as poverty
and conflict, and that foster the family of Rotary. Using the
four Avenues of Service as a guide, clubs are to complete
service activities in their clubs, vocations, communities, and
the world. I also encourage clubs to participate in a concept
I call the Family of Rotary, in which Rotarians Lend a Hand
to each other and to those touched by Rotary’s many pro-
grams and activities through club development and fellow-
ship activities.

By participating in this Presidential Citation program, your
club acknowledges the importance of alleviating poverty;
building peace; and increasing, retaining, supporting, and
engaging our membership. I look forward to recognizing
your club with the 2003-04 Presidential Citation to Lend a
Hand.

Criteria and Deadlines
To receive the 2003-04 Presidential Citation, clubs must
undertake a well-rounded program of activities in support of
the Family of Rotary and within each of the four Avenues of
Service. The number of activities a club must undertake is
based on the size of its membership as outlined in the fol-
lowing chart:

Club Size Number of achievements
(as of 1 July 2003) in each category
50 or fewer members 2
51-150 members 3
151 or more members 4

To qualify for a citation, the club must:

• Determine the minimum number of activities your club
must accomplish in the Family of Rotary and within each
Avenue of Service according to the chart above.

• Review the menu of suggested activities in each catego-
ry, select those your club will achieve by the deadline,
and set them as goals.

• Meet these goals between 1 July 2003 and 1 April 2004.

• Complete the Presidential Citation Certification Form
(900IB-03EN) once the goals have been met and send
it to your district governor. Your governor must certify
the club size and the activities your club has achieved
by signing the certification form. He or she must then
send the certification form to RI World Headquarters by
15 April 2004.

Those clubs that qualify for the Presidential Citation will
receive a certificate recognizing their outstanding achieve-
ments.
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FOUR WAY TEST SPEECH CONTEST

Clubs only have until April 1 to submit their local winner for
the 4-Way Test Speech Contest. Local winners will compete
with other District club winners in a runoff in Columbia on
April 17, 2004. The top (3) three selected in Columbia will
compete at the District Conference, on May 15, 2004. Each
of the top three winners in the Columbia runoff on April 19,
2004 will receive $100.00. At the District Conference on May
15, the (2) 

two runners-up will receive $50.00 each and the winner will
receive the $1,000.00 scholarship.

Theme: “ROTARY IN MY COMMUNITY
AND AROUND THE WORLD”

Length: No more than three typed pages.

Judging: 90% content and accuracy. 10%
Presentation / Appearance of Essay

Eligible
Participants: Students in Grades 9 through 12

Each Rotary Club in District 6760 is encouraged to
participate by conducting an essay contest in their
community, utilizing the local education system. Each
club that participates will select ONE winner and
submit it to the district essay committee. It is suggest-
ed that club award the student winner a financial
prize, and possibly the English department from the
winners school a financial prize. (Maybe $150.00 to
the student and $100.00 to the school) This would
hopefully encourage the English departments to pro-
mote the contest, and not be too much of a burden for
the clubs.
The local Rotary Club would hopefully arrange to
have the winning essay in each area to be published
in a local newspaper.

The District 6760 winners would be judged with the
student winner receiving a $250.00 prize and the
English department winning $125.00.

The contest would be conducted during the 2004 -
2005 school year. With the club winning essay’s sub-
mitted and delivered to the District essay committee
by 02/01/2005. The district winner would then be

announced on February 23rd, 2005. The winner
would be invited to the 2005 Rotary District 6760
Conference to read his or her essay.

District Conference

Several awards will be presented at the Rotary
District Conference to be held at Franklin Marriot at
Cool Springs on May 13-15, 2004. Awards will be
given in the following areas:

Best bulletin for small, medium, and large clubs
Outstanding achievement for small, medium, and

large clubs
Outstanding new project, one award
Outstanding continuation project, one award
Avenues of Service, one award each for Club,

Community, Vocational, and International
service.

In addition, three awards each (based on size of club),
calculated from the monthly attendance and member-
ship reports, will recognize the highest:

Club attendance
Membership net increase
Percentage membership increase

Finally, there will be two District Conference
Attendance awards presented which will be based on
the percentage of memberhip of the club attending
the conference and adding bonus points for the
mileage traveled. One award will be presented to a
club with less than 40 members and another to a club
with 40 or more members.
